CONSERVATION REPORT
MARCH 2012

Clearing along road reserves

Kalbarri National Park: Investigation revealed a
grader was cleaning out an existing off-shoot
drain. The tyres went further than the blade and
encroached into the vegetation outside of the off-
shoot drain, including an area said to be near
Drakaea concolor. The DEC didn’t think that there
was any permanent damage to the vegetation.

Weam Reserve: Investigation revealed that the
clearing was done as part of access track
upgrade by a DEC employee without the

necessary checks, as an ‘initiative’ of the
employee. Some DRF habitat was damaged but it
is not known if orchids were actually damaged.
The employee has been reprimanded over this
matter, and DRF markers will be installed to
ensure this doesn’t happen again.

Caladenia huegelii and Fraser Road. Banjup

WANOSCG members visited Lots 135 and 136
Fraser Road Banjup in February 2012 to discuss
proposals for the area with Stockland Ltd, the
proposed developer of Lot 135. The area is home
to the largest population the Grand Spider Orchid,
Caladenia huegelii. The developer proposes to
retain all the remnant bushland except significant
patches in degraded condition. WANOSCG
offered to participate in a targeted survey in late

September / early October 2012. Rubbish
strewn along Fraser Road for about 300 m was
cleaned up by the City of Cockburn within a
week of reporting this, and the lock to the bar
across the road to prevent vehicle access was
replaced twice.

Emu Point, Albany

The EPA has approved the proposed Landcorp
development despite appeals from the Albany
Branch of the Wildflower Society. However,
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significant areas of bushland will be retained, and
Landcorp has been required to increase the level
of protection of this area.

Bayonet Hill, Albany

This is another area proposed to be developed. It
is a much larger area than Emu Point, and
contains a much wider range of plants and
animals, including significant populations of the
Albany Pitcher Plant, and four hammer orchids
(including the Threatened Species Drakaea
micrantha), at least two duck orchids, beard
orchids, Eriochilus subsp. swamp, Thelymitra
uliginosa, Caladenia serotina and possibly
Caladenia plicata. Attempts to visit the site to
undertake a proper orchid survey have so far
been denied.

Loss of orchid expertise in Victoria

WANOSCG sent an email to the local Victorian
ABC radio station urging that the short-sighted
(and possibly short-term) decision to sack ten of
the eleven Biodiversity Officers working for the
Victorian Department of Sustainability and
Environment on threatened orchid species be
reviewed and rescinded so that all the work that
has been done to date is not wasted.
